To receive such recognition, a deserving individual
who has been a member of the Institute for at least
five years of the previous ten years from the date of
submission may be nominated by five peers who
attest to their achievement of professional eminence
or the rendering of distinctive service to the
profession or to the community at large. The
nominations are reviewed by the College of Fellows at
the regional and then national level and finally
advanced to the College by the Board of Directors of
the Institute. Upon advancement to the College, each
Fellow accepts the obligation to support the College
and to uphold and maintain the honour and dignity
of the College.

From time to time the Institute also honours eminent
or distinguished architects from outside Canada or
non-architects by bestowing them with Honorary

Fellowship.

Officers of the College of Fellows, who also constitute
the Executive Committee, are the Chancellor who is
the Chair and a member of the RAIC Board, the
Dean and the Registrar. They are elected at annual
general meetings of the College of Fellows.

There are currently 668 men and 154 women
members of the College of Fellows: 140 in British
Columbia and the Yukon, 63 in Alberta and the
Northwest Territories, 60 in Saskatchewan and
Manitoba, 336 in Ontario, 93 in Quebec, 57 in the

Atlantic provinces and 72 residing abroad.

History of the RAIC and
the College of Fellows

IN THE BEGINNING

At the turn of the century, there was a growing
awareness of the need for closer professional ties
between provincial groups of architects in Canada.
A series of meetings were held over a period of
about 12 months between David Ewart, Chief
Architect of the Department of Public Works in
Ottawa; Edmund Burke, President of the Ontario
Association of Architects in Toronto; and Alcide
Chaussé, President of the Province of Quebec
Association of Architects, who decided that the time
was opportune for the formation of a national
organization.

In April, 1907, a circular letter was sent to 500
architects practising in the Dominion, inviting them
to join the proposed Institute as Charter Members
upon payment of a fee of $10. M. Chaussé, Secretary
pro tem, stated in his letter that “It is thought by
some architects that the time has arrived for the
organization of a society embracing the

whole Dominion. It is also felt that such a Society has
become a necessity in order to promote and conserve
the honour and dignity of the profession. Also, it will
help to unify the various local organizations and be of
service to practitioners in localities having no local
organizations.”

LE DEBUT

A provisional board of organization was formed

with A.E Dunlop, RCA, PQAA, Montreal, Quebec,
as President; Vice-Presidents were Edmund Burke of
Toronto; Maurice Perrault, PQAA, Montreal,
Member of the Province of Quebec Legislature; S.
Frank Peters of Winnipeg, Manitoba, President of the
MAA. The Secretary was M. Chaussé, Past President
of the PQAA; and the Treasurer J.W.H. Watts, RCA,
Ottawa Vice-President of the OAA and the Chairman
of the Ottawa Chapter of the OAA. There were
fourteen members of Council drawn from Provincial
Associations right across the country, and legal

advice was sought from Mr. ].C. Walsh, Member of
Parliament for the St. Ann’s Division of Montreal.

The next step was to draft an act in order to obtain
government approval for formal incorporation. Under
Mr. Walsh’s guidance a “Project of an Act to
Incorporate the Institute of Architects of Canada” was
prepared. This comprehensive document was devised
to restrict the use of the title “Architect” and the
practice of Architecture to corporate members

of the Institute. The qualifications of individuals
wishing to be admitted as corporate members were
carefully defined and it was proposed that a board of
not less than seven examiners be set up in order to
review the qualifications of candidates, and to
administer the preliminary and final examinations
proposed for the Institute. Candidates were required

Included in the Act was “the membership of the
said Institute shall consist of honorary members,
corresponding members, associates, members,
associate members and students as may be provided
by the by-laws hereafter to be made.”

THE FIRST CONVENTION

The provisional board of organization proposed that
a congress or convention of Canadian architects be
held in Montreal from August 19 to 23, 1907, so
that the draft of the Act could be discussed in detail.

The letter of invitation to attend the first congress of
Canadian architects carried the heading “Forward
always, banded together for the protection of our
fellow citizens and the advancement of our art.”

Mr. Edmund Burke, the President of the Ontario
Association of Architects, noted that “never before, as
far as I am aware, have we of the West, English-
speaking members of the profession, had the pleasure
of meeting in convention our friends and confreres of
the Province of Quebec.” He also stressed education,

The reports of the meetings and correspondence
indicate that the provinces were well represented, and
lively discussions ensued. The deliberations are
recorded verbatim in the archives of the RAIC.

INCORPORATION OF ‘THE ARCHITECTURAL

INSTITUTE OF CANADA’

On Wednesday, November 20, 1907, the draft of the
proposed Bill, or Act to Incorporate the Institute of
Architects of Canada was deposited with the

Clerk of the House of Commons.

The Bill had a stormy passage through Parliament
and was strongly opposed by those who saw in it
an attempt to create a closed corporation to the
disadvantage of building contractors, engineers,
manufacturers and others who wished also to
function as architects.

However, after much revision, a Bill was finally
approved by a special act of the Dominion
Parliament on June 16, 1908 and incorporated
under the name changed to “The Architectural
Institute of Canada.”

On May 15, 1909, an alliance with the Royal
Institute of British Architects was completed. In a
letter from the Governor General dated June 2, 1909,
Royal assent to the adoption of the prefix “Royal” to
its corporate name was granted.

THE CHARTER — 1929

The Charter of the RAIC was amended by a special
Act of Parliament on April 1, 1912, and

again on June 10, 1929, and included three classes of
members: Members, Fellows, and Honorary Fellows.

It also included that “The objects of the Institute
shall be to facilitate the acquirement and interchange
of professional knowledge among its members and
more particularly to promote the acquisition of that
species of knowledge which has special reference to
the profession of Architecture, and further to
encourage investigation in connection with all
branches and departments of knowledge connected
with that profession.”

BY-LAWS 1929 — FELLOWS

The by-laws of the RAIC adopted December 28,
1929, and subsequently amended in 1932 and 1934
included the establishment of an “original body of
Fellows” and the procedures for subsequent
nomination and election. Council determined that

in order to create an original body of Fellows under
the charter as amended in 1929, the Fellowship of
the Institute should be offered to all Past Presidents
of the federated provincial societies, along with
those who had been nominated Fellows prior to
1913, subject to acceptance within two months.
Thereafter the election of Fellows would be
formalized and each nomination would have to be
made by a Fellow supported by two other Fellows.
Various other rules were clearly laid down: for
example, the nominee had to be over 35 years of age
and already a member of the RAIC; he had to have
practised as a principal for 10 years, or to have held
appointments of equivalent standing. Not only was
the letter of nomination to state clearly the grounds
on which election was recommended — “Professional
eminence, services to the profession, artistic ability,
etc.” but the nominee had to state willingness to
become a Fellow.

It was intended that the Fellows would constitute an
advisory body that could effectively express its views
to Council, the Executive, or before the General

Meeting.

Honorary Fellows were to be “those who have
retired from practice, and any persons who have
contributed by research, scholarship, public service
or professional standing to the good of Architecture
in Canada, or elsewhere.”

ANNUAL DUES AND THE RECESSION

The payment of annual dues caused endless problems
for the administrative officers. Owing to the
economic recession of the 1930s, many Fellows had
difficulty in paying their dues. The President
therefore was asked to write to the Senior Fellows

in each province, urging them to ensure that “a
prospective Fellow must be informed before
nomination of the financial obligation involved and
express willingness to accept such responsibility.”

COLLEGE OF FELLOWS

The College of Fellows of the Royal Architectural
Institute of Canada was established by the Council
of the Royal Architectural Institute of Canada at a
meeting on January 17, 1941. The Council also
determined that the Officers of the College would be
designated “Chancellor,” “Dean,” and “Registrar.”

The choice of the quasi-academic title of “College of
Fellows” does not seem to have had precedent in a
professional organization and those who played an
active part in its foundation claimed that the College

of the RAIC was the first of its kind.

CONVOCATION RITUALS

The principal Convocation of the College was to be
held at the time and place of the Annual Meeting of

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the RAIC when the installation of new Fellows would
take place; and at this time also the regular business
of the College would be transacted. The annual
meeting of Fellows was to be in two parts:

the first, known as the Ritual of Installation, would
be private and would take place in the presence of
Fellows only, whereas the second, the Presentation of
Diplomas of Fellowship, would be held before all
members of the Institute. The Ritual had been
carefully prepared by Mr. A.J. Hazelgrove and Mr. G.
McL. Pitts. At the investiture each candidate was to
receive a collar “of red watered silk with gold braid
binding” from which would be suspended the
medallion of the Institute. Authority was to be

given for all Fellows in good standing to wear the
medallion not only in the Convocation of the
Fellows, but at formal functions of the Institute. The
gowns to be worn by the Chancellor, Dean and the
Registrar, the seating arrangement and procedures
and text for the ceremonies were also detailed.

The first Convocation and Investiture of Fellows
was held at the Arts and Letters Club, Toronto, on
February 21, 1941. Although the elaborate Ritual
had been approved, the length of service of the
officers had not been laid down. In 1945 Mr. Forsey
Page proposed that the appointment of Chancellor,
Dean and Registrar be of two years duration;
Convocation of 1946 decided, however, that these

offices be held for one year only and that the
officers be ineligible for re-election for a period of
one year after the expiry of their term. This decision
was changed later to provide for a three-year term in
office, with one of the officers being elected each
year.

Since its inauguration in 1941, the College of
Fellows has made amendments but has maintained
the principles of the original form of ritual.
Modifications were made to the Ritual in 1948, and
the year 1951 saw a major change in Convocation
procedures: “ladies and visitors” were admitted to the
installation ceremony. The first woman was bestowed
a Fellowship in 1973.

During the 1960s and 1970s the ceremony of
induction was simplified and shortened. In 1975, for
example, instead of reading a citation for every

new Fellow, a single citation was presented by the
Registrar, covering in general terms the attainments
of all those to be inducted. Now, booklets or
brochures containing printed citations are given to
Fellows and guests at the time of Convocation.

Wanda Dalla Costa, AIA, LEED A.P. is a member of the Saddle Lake Cree
Nation and became the first First Nation woman to become an architect

She is the director and founder of the Indigenous Design Collaborative
at Arizona State University (ASU), a community-driven design and construction
program, which brings together tribal community members, industry and a
multidisciplinary team of ASU students and faculty to co-design and co-develop
solutions for tribal communities. Her teaching and research is focused on
Indigenous ways of knowing and being, co-design methodologies, sustainable
design, and the resiliency of vernacular architectures. She was recently recognized
as a YBCA 100 2019 honoree, an award which celebrates people, organizations,
and movements shifting culture through ideas, their art, and their activism.
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Valerie Allen

Valerie Allen graduated with a Bachelor of Architecture from Carleton University
in 1983. She is a certified Project Management Professional (PMP) and has a
LEED AP credential. Valerie began her career working with David McRobie,
Architect (FRAIC) with experience on NAV Canada and for other public sector
clients before moving into project management for JDS Uniphase Headquarters.

She embeds the traditions, heritage, and cultures of Indigenous peoples in her
architecture, working alongside Elders and community leaders in a participatory
approach to design. In addition to her project work within Smoke Architecture
and her contributions as an Indigenous architect partnering on projects with
other firms, Smoke is an active advocate, educator and spokesperson for the value
of Indigenous designers and Indigenous design processes in architecture. She
represented Canada at the 2018 Venice Biennale as part of the Unceded team

of Indigenous architects, is a founding member of the RAIC Indigenous Task
Force, taught at Laurentian University from 2016-2022, and sits on committees
including the Union of International Associations — International Work
Programme for Indigenous Peoples, and the Toronto Urban Design Review Panel.
She has been a guest lecturer and critic at numerous architecture schools and is

a frequent public speaker for both Indigenous and non-Indigenous clients and
architecture groups.
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John F. Steven

John F Steven was born in Toronto and studied at the University of Waterloo
where he received a Bachelor of Environmental Studies in 1976 and a Bachelor of
Architecture in 1979.

House of Daxaan.

In addition to his practice-based contributions, Patrick has a remarkable record
of service to the profession and communities locally, regionally, nationally and
internationally, including the following: inaugural and current Chair of the
Provincial Indigenous Homelessness Committee of BC, the inaugural and current
Chair of the RAIC Indigenous Task Force, inaugural and current Co-Chair of
the RAIC Truth and Reconciliation Committee and inaugural and Co-Director
of the Indigenous Peoples Work Programme for the Union of International
Architects (UIA), based in Paris. From 2015-2017 he was an Associate Professor
at the McEwen School of Architecture where he remains an Adjunct Professor. In
2018 Patrick was an exhibiting architect with UNCEDED: Voices of the Land,
Canada’s official entry to the Venice Biennale of Architecture and is currently a
co-curator and team member of AAHA (Architects Against Housing Alienation),
Canada’s official entry to the 2023 Venice Biennale of Architecture.

Born and raised in Yellowknife, Northwest Territories, Alfred Waugh is part
of the Fond Du Lac (Denesuline) First Nation of Northern Saskatchewan. He
is the principal and founder of Vancouver-based, Indigenous-owned Formline
Architecture. Alfred is a registered architect in British Columbia, Northwest
Territories and Ontario, a LEED accredited professional and was the first
Aboriginal person to graduate with honours from the University of British
Columbia, School of Architecture in 1993.

In over two decades, Alfred has built a reputation on consulting with Indigenous
communities to understand their needs and wisdom and translating this
knowledge into an inherently sustainable design that is respectful of its place, use
of materials and local culture. His award-winning work includes the University of
Victoria’s LEED Gold First Peoples’ House, the University of British Columbia’s
Indian Residential School History and Dialogue Centre and Squamish Lil’'wat
Cultural Centre.

Alfred’s commitment to the profession runs deep. Among these many endeavours,
he has served as a member of the 2021 Canadian Architect Award’s jury; member
of the McEwen School of Architecture’s Advisory Board; member of the Royal
Architectural Institute of Canada’s Indigenous Task Force; panel host for the 2021
Royal Architectural Institute of Canada International Indigenous Architecture
and Design Symposium; and participated in ‘Unceded: Voices of the Land’
Exhibition at the Venice Biennale in 2018, that showcased the voices and works
of Indigenous architects from Turtle Island to the world.

the Universidad Iberoamericana, Javier Sordo Madaleno Bringas has lead the
architecture firm Sordo Madaleno with a global perspective and visionary mindset
since 1985.

As a Fulbright Scholar, Hughes traveled to ancient sites including Timbuktu,
Giza, Lalibela and Great Zimbabwe. He visited modern cities, including Cairo,
Cape town, Nairobi and Lagos, documenting great modern architectural works
designed by outstanding African architects, such as Pierre Goudiaby, Wango
Sawadogo and Peter Malefane. Hughes’ research and writings resulted in
unknown African architects receiving international regard. South African, Peter
Malefane, became the first Black African to receive Honorary Fellowship from the
American Institute of Architects.

In 1991, Hughes promulgated a theoretical premise that, ‘distinct architectural design
could be inspired by cultural elements originating in African culture. His theory was
published in 1994, a book titled, Afrocentric Architecture a Design Primer.

Hughes has been invited to lecture throughout the USA, including Yale University
and at universities in Europe, Africa, and Asia. His theory has influenced design and
built work, by award-winning architects and has gained recognition from schools of
architecture worldwide.

Professor Hughes received the high honor of Fellowship in the AIA in 2017.

Guided by determined optimism and steadfast commitment to advancing excellence
in Africa’s built environment, Tokunbo Omisoré has selflessly dedicated his career to

A
visionary architect, developer, innovator, changemaker, and ardent architectural
advocacy champion, Tokunbo has had a remarkable track record of success using
architecture to expand economic development opportunities for his people.

In 1983, Tokunbo founded the firm Tokunbo Omisore Associates to leverage

the power of design in creating solutions that promote equity, resilience, and
wellbeing for all. Motivated by his proclivity for innovation, collaboration, and a
true entrepreneurial spirit that inspires, in 1999, Tokunbo established Top Services
Ltd. to create ready-to-operate facilities that focus on the end users’ needs - thereby
building an incredible portfolio of boutique hotels and retail turnkey projects that
has created jobs and helped improve people’s quality of life.

As Past President and Trustee of the Africa Union of Architects, and more
specifically as the consummate ambassador for architecture in Africa, Tokunbo is a
recipient of the American Institute of Architects’ Presidential Medal in 2016. He is
currently the Vice President-R5 of the International Union of Architects. In service
to his community, Tokunbo holds the revered Chieftaincy Akiyegun of Owu Egba
Kingdom and the Ajisewa of Egbaland.
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Sumayya Vally

Principal of Counterspace, Vally’s design, research and pedagogical practice is
searching for expression for hybrid identities and territory, particularly for African
and Islamic conditions—both rooted and diasporic. Her process is often forensic
and draws on the oral, aural, sound, ritual, supernatural, and the overlooked as
generative places of history and work.

Farida’s passion for architecture goes beyond designing beautiful buildings. She sees
architecture as a tool for social change and is driven by a desire to create spaces that
make a positive impact on people’s lives. Her work is centered around improving
quality of life, promoting dignity, and uplifting communities.

Jill Bambury educated students at the
University of British Columbia (2019 — 2020) and Dalhousie University (1986

- 1988), University of Cambridge (2013 — 2014) in the United Kingdom and
