Accessible architectural education through distance learning- a Canadian model

The overwhelming evidence is in- architecture can kill. We now know that the huge global stock of poorly
designed buildings contribute significantly to climate change, alienation and unhealthy living conditions.
Realizing, on the other hand, that good design can enhance life, reveals the importance of accessible
architectural education to our world.

The Royal Architecture Institute of Canada (RAIC) advocates the value of good design and adopted the
2030 Challenge to achieve a carbon-neutral built environment by the year 2030. The Institute also sponsors
the RAIC Syllabus Program, which is a unique alternative educational path combining distance learning, 10
design studios across the country and practical experience leading to licensure as an architect in Canada.
The program is also designed to provide general interest studies for non-professionals and upgrading for
international architectural graduates seeking professional status.

The RAIC Syllabus Program and its recent renewal process were examined through document research,’
interviews with students, mentors, examiners and administrators and reflection on the writer's own recent
~ studio experience.

The results show that, with further development of the studio education component, the program is a
potential model for similar approaches around the world.

The implications of advocacy through globally accessible architectural education opportunities are important
when considering the paradigm shift toward a sustainabie built-environment required in our design
community and-the general public. The continued role of an'enhanced design studio component will be a
key element of this initiative. The more people learn about the life-giving potentlal of architecture, the closer
we will be to a livable world.
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
