As part of the RAIC's ongoing advocacy on behalf of our members and the architectural profession, RAIC Board President 
Ron Keenberg, RCA, FRAIC, lawyer Paul Labarge, and Executive Director, Jon Hobbs, MRAIC, recently met with various 
representatives from the federal government to discuss intellectual property.  
The architectural profession is taking the lead for this group, which includes the engineers and interior designers, to 
ensure that the rights of designers are respected and protected in federal government contracts.  
The federal government recognizes and respects that copyright rests with the author (architect or designer) and will 
consider reviewing clauses in their standard contracts to ensure that architects retain the copyright and are properly
